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Assessment 2.1: Essay: 1350 words: 30%

Assessment description
Assessment 2 comprises two parts: 2.1 Essay; and 2.2 Presentation. Assessment 2.1 will relate to topics covered from Weeks 1to 7. Assessment 2.2 will cover topics

covered from Weeks 1-10.

For all assessments use UniSA Harvard referencing style and refer to the guide on the course site. All students’ work is checked electronically for plagiarism using
text comparison software and held in a database for future reference.

When considering references for your answers, you may use the course readings, but are also expected to research information more widely and refer to additional
literature. Remember that in many instances, videos including lecture videos and those from YouTube as shown in the weekly materials are for teaching and
illustrative purposes, so it is expected that you use scholarly publications for your assessments rather than reference these sources.

As you prepare your assignment, remember to refer to the rubrics which explain how your assessment will be marked. For further information on the tasks, see the
How to complete the assessment section, below.

« Conclusion

You should wrap up your discussion by summarising the key ideas.
o Highlight what this means for the profession.
o This should be approximately 10% of your discussion.

< No new points should be introduced in this section.
Any reference to external sources of information should be referenced using UniSA Harvard referencing.
